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Your assignment is to draft an essay in class that responds to the writing prompt below.  You have a little less than 2 hours to complete the assignment.  Be sure to respond to all elements of the assignment question, and to construct an ESSAY.  You are not simply to answer the individual questions.  Take some time to plan out your response.  Locate the passages you’ll work with, consider organization, and locate what you want to say.  Then write the essay.  You may use the textbook, and any notes you have written in the book.  You may not use any other notes.  
In your essay summarize Amy Tan’s perspective on language and achievement.  Draw a relationship between Tan's ideas and what you have read in Kamber about undocumented workers in New York. In light of the reading selections, describe your own experience or observations of language, either in school or out. Discuss the degree to which your experience does or does not reflect ideas in Tan or Kamber, or both. You may address these points in any order, but be careful to respond to all parts of the assignment and to connect your thoughts into a single, clearly-organized essay. Make specific references to the readings to support your ideas.

Relax.  This assignment is to help you become more comfortable with timed writing tasks.  The question exactly follows the kind of assignment you’ll see on Task 1 of the CPE.  But this is not a high-stakes writing assignment.
